How to register 

 

1.  Provide your email address/password, and then complete the Captcha  

2.  Additionally, provide your name, hometown and country. You will then be provided 
with random points to verify around your hometown, after you log in.  

Once you login with your e -mail and password the system will check if you have already 

installed the Google Earth API -  in case the Google Earth API is not installed it will prompt 

you to do so.  

 

You will also need to have Javascript activated . This is normally standard . In case it 

need s to be  installed or activated see  Instructions PC  or  Instructions Mac .

Random Validation 

 
 

 

Under Quick-Start, click on Validate Random Points, and if you provided your hometown 

while registering, you will be guided to random points within a radius of 30 mi / 50 km 

around your home area – the "around my home area"  box must be ticked. Simply click 

the Validate Random Points button again if you don’t like the selection, and you will 

receive another. You may validate random points around the globe by un -checking the 

"around my home area"  box. Initially you are asked  to validate 10 points, but you  can 

repeat another 10 points as many times as you like.  

 

 

Press the "IGARSS Validators" button and check the "spin the earth" box where 

registered IGARSS members can see the other registered members. 

If you provided a hometown and your home country, you should see your position, too. 

You can add or correct your entries (e.g. hometown) in your profile.  

  



How to validate 
To validate: Simply look at the color -coded boxes on the image, and compare what you 

see with the description on the right menu. Indicate whether the description is good, bad 

or you are unsure.  

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

If unsure  (not sure)  or you find that the current land cover is incorrect (bad) , you may 

select from a dropdown menu an alternative description. When finished, click Submit to 

upload your selection and go to the next point. You may click Cancel at anytime to leave 

random validation.  

 

 
 



 

Targeted Validation 
If you wish to validate a specific area, you may simply move to that location and zoom in 

close (status changes from red to green)  

 

 
 

 
Change from red to green when sufficiently zoomed in  

 

and  press ALT + LEFT mouse button. You can now validate this location as above.  

Alternatively you can just press SHFT + left mouse button examine what the different 

land cover report and press validate this point  (see below) . This is pa rticularly interesting  

when land cover  disagree (see below e.g. GlobCover reports sparse vegetation)
